2. General Safety Instructions:

14 Time of Use and Breaks for Rest . After using the power machine for a longer time, you may have troubles with the capillary return in hands. 5.10 Fuel information

Refuelling: 
For air-cooled 2-stroke engines, mix unleaded petrol well with a branded oil at a ratio of 1:25. Meaning that 

0.2 litre oil has to be added in 5 litres of petrol. .Tip: Always prepare 1 litre of the mix at a time because the mix turns unusable after prolonged storage. .

5.11 Initial Operation Safety Instructions

6.4 Operator Safety Instructions

6.4.1 grass trimmer and Brush cutter Operation Instructions 

To turn the machine off, the switch has to be in „STOP“ position . 

· When mowing, mind the specific regulations of a country or specific communal regulations . 
· Do not mow at times of generally recognised rest . 
· Any hard objects – stones, metal parts etc. – have to be removed. They could be thrown away and cause prasonal or material damage.

Grass Mowing

· Allow the engine to warm up for one minute before you begin edging.
· Increase the engine speed before placing the blade in the cut. For best operation, run the engine at full throttle while cutting.
· Keep you edging path straight by aligning the blade guide rib on the rear of the blade guard with the edge of the sidewalk. Keep all wheels flat on the walkway.
· Always work going away from people and solid objects such as walls, large stones,trees, automobiles, etc.
· Be careful when edging near trees or valuable plants. The high speed metal blademay cut roots and cause damage to theplants.
· If the blade stalls, immediately move the unit rearward slightly to allow the blade to restart. If the blade continues to stall, stop the engine, disconnect the spark plug, and inspect for blockage or damage.
· Always keep the blade area clean. Stop the engine, make sure the blade has completely stopped turning, and disconnect the spark plug before cleaning.

6.5 Step by Step Instructions

· Remove any foreign objects from the ground to be treated. 
· Put appropriate protection clothing on . 
· Start the unit according to the description in chapter “Operation”.
